Call for Speakers / Proposal entry form
Topic

Real time information, enhanced by intelligent information design, can reduce experienced uncertainty, effectively diminishing the main reason why too many people rely only on their car for transportation.

The Expert Forum will focus on technical requirements and user preferences and how real time information can help determine the most convenient journey - which is often a combination of private and public transport.

Preferences of travellers are not only determined by the overall speed of journeys. Other parameters are, in varying degrees: reliability, comfort, safety and cost.

Reliability (or the lowest possible uncertainty) intrinsically determines the perception of the overall travel time. To counteract irregularities, effective system management precautions are needed. However, these must be translated into readily available information, which can be understood and utilized by travellers.
Focus/Call for Submissions
Focusing on “real-time information" the organizers of the Expert Forum invite exemplary submissions of presentations that focus on the topics of:
• 
Real time information in multimodal transport systems 

• 
Harmonization of real time information communicated in stations, at stops, on web sites, mobile phone displays, via loud speakers etc. 

• 
Real time information in case of "Out of Service" or irregularities (e.g. because of an accident) 

• 
Real time information in atypical transport situations (e.g. replacement bus services) 
• 
Combining real time passenger information with real time road traffic information 

• 
Real time information at traffic junctions/hubs to facilitate the speedy transfer/change from one transport mode to another

• 
User requirements, preferences and priorities.

Optimizing the status

Beyond the status.
Special session: Innovations in traffic & transport information 

As in 2009, the Expert Forum will include a special session geared to attract information managers, designers and educators whose professional focus is on traffic and transport information.

The session will focus on innovative projects and results beyond real time information. We are looking forward to receiving contributions from projects on: the planning and harmonization of information systems for individual and public transport, the provision of traveller information on mobile phone displays or via other innovative interfaces, the overcoming of communication problems encountered by people with special needs, initiatives based on mobility relevant information that addresses travellers, increasing awareness of the interdependencies between travel modes and personal health and safety, and energy consumption and an inhabitable environment. The indicated issues are, of course, not exhaustive.
Space reserved at Tech Gate Vienna will allow us to extend this section of the Expert Forum to 11 September should the Call for Contributions result in an above average number of exciting submissions.

Proposal Guidelines

To be considered, the proposal must include the following (to be included in the Proposal entry form below):

Proposed title

Speaker(s) 

• 
Preferred format (keynote speech, podium presentation, panel discussion, workshop) 

• 
Synopsis / abstract of content (100-250 words) 

• 
Speaker qualifications (50-150 words), including past speaking experience 

• 
Technical requirements for session (sound, video, Internet access, etc.)

• 
Contact information (name, phone, and E-mail, postal address) 

•
Portrait(s) (in .JPG or .PNG file format) of the Speaker(s) in colour or black and white, with a high enough resolution for printing (300dpi).

Submitters may also attach samples of work that illustrate or substantiate the synopsis. The IIID, however, will not return these samples. Please note that there is a limit of max. 25 Megabytes per E-mail.

Proposals must be written in English (the official language of the IIID Expert Forum Traffic &Transport Information Systems). Please prepare your proposal in digital format- .RTF or .DOC - and name it by using one of the most significant words or word elements of the proposed title.

The Program Committee for the Expert Forum will consider all proposals. 

The Committee will evaluate the proposals using the following criteria: 

• 
Completeness of proposal (all required information has been provided) 
• 
Relevance of the subject to the conference theme 
• 
Clarity and focus of the synopsis 
• 
Timeliness and broad appeal of the topic 
• 
Innovative approach to the subject matter 
• 
Credentials and conference-presentation experience of the speaker. 

The Program Committee may request further information from someone who has submitted a proposal. The Committee may also assign the proposal to a different format (e.g., podium presentation rather than a keynote). 

Deadline for proposals: 30 April 2010
Announcement of Acceptance 

The Program Committee will respond to all submitted proposals, accepted or declined, via E-mail on or before 21 May. The IIID will keep all proposals and attachments for future reference.
Speaker Responsibilities 

If your proposal is accepted, you agree to make the following commitments: 

• 
Elaborate the synopsis into the full-length presentation, including references, illustrations, etc. 

• 
Send the final presentation in digital format (preferably Powerpoint or PDF) to the IIID by no later
than 9 August, 2010
• 
Secure the permission to cite client names, research findings, etc. if applicable.

IIID takes it for granted that

•
The presentation’s contents are genuinely new and have not been presented or published in any format prior to the IIID Expert Forum Traffic & Transport Information Systems 2010. By handing in a presentation submitters confirm its originality and that it does not infringe on any other copyrights. 

•
Presenters submit a presentation ready and clear for reproduction on the IIID web site or in IIID publications, and in possible conference proceedings. In case an author expects to see his/her presentation published in the Information Design Journal (IDJ), she/he is requested to also submit it as a paper, complying with the ”Guidelines for Contributors to IDJ“.
NOTE: Neither the IIID nor the IDJ make any commitment to publish your paper nor will they pay an honorarium in the event the paper is published. 

• 
A presenter who has to cancel for any reason provides IIID with an alternate speaker.
