Topic:
The effectiveness of public transport often depends on how long it takes to change between different modes of transport. This can become even more critical when it comes to transferring from long- to short-distance transport networks and vice versa.

If "inter-connectivity" between transport networks is to be enhanced, measures focusing on improving "INFOconnectivity" between transport networks and their customers are indispensable. 

Highest possible effects in accelerating passenger transfers may be expected by introducing the concept of "intertwined information" of and between transport networks.

Focus/Call for Submissions:

Focusing on "intertwined information" the organizers of the Expert Forum invite for submission of exemplary 

• 
best practice cases in passenger information provided in interconnections between short- and long-distance transport networks

• 
modes of innovative, passenger focused information supply

• 
mobility enhancing concepts of interaction between transport networks and their passengers in zones of intertwined information systems

• 
principles of infoconnectivity aiming at the optimization of existing interfaces between transport networks and passenger target groups

• 
methods of quantifying the effectiveness of infoconnectivity measures with regard to gained speed and ease of passenger transfer between short- and long-distance transport networks.

Two kinds of interconnections are of concern:

1.
Airports and central railway stations interconnecting between air and long-distance rail transport on the one hand and local rail/tram/bus/taxi transport on the other.

2.
Regional railway and bus stations interconnecting between interurban and local transport and vice versa.

Response contact information (name, phone, and E-mail, postal address)

Portrait(s) (in .JPG or .PNG file format) of the Speaker(s) in colour or black and white, with a high enough resolution for printing (300dpi).

Submitters may also attach samples of work that illustrate or substantiate the synopsis. The IIID, however, will not return these samples. Please note that there is a limit of max. 25 Megabites per E-mail.

Proposals must be written in English (the official language of the IIID Expert Forum Traffic Guiding Systems).  Please prepare your proposal in digital format: Nisus Writer or Microsoft Word (.RTF or .DOC)

All proposals will be considered by the Program Committee for the Expert Forum. The members of the Program Committee will be made known in March/April 2008. 

The Committee will evaluate the proposals using the following criteria: 

• 
Completeness of proposal (all required information has been provided). 

• 
Relevance of the subject to the conference theme 

• 
Clarity and focus of the synopsis 

• 
Timeliness and broad appeal of the topic 

• 
Innovative approach to the subject matter 

• 
Credentials and conference-presentation experience of the speaker. 

The Program Committee may request further information from someone who has submitted a proposal. The Committee may also assign the proposal to a different format (e.g., podium presentation rather than a keynote). 

Announcement of Acceptance 

The Program Committee will respond to all proposals, one way or the other, via E-mail on or before 29 June 2008. The IIID will keep all proposals and attachments for future reference. 

Speaker Responsibilities 

If your proposal is accepted, you must be prepared to make the following commitments: 

• 
Elaborate the synopsis into the full-length presentation or paper, including references, illustrations, etc. 

• 
Send the final presentation or paper in digital format to the IIID by no later than 14 August, 2008 

• 
Secure the permission to cite client names, research findings, etc. if applicable. 

IIID  takes it for granted that

•
the presentation´s contents are genuinely new and have not been published in any kind prior to the Expert Forum 2008.

• 
presenters submit a presentation ready and clear for reproduction on the IIID web site or in IIID publications, the conference proceedings or the Information Design Journal (IDJ). In case an author expects to see his/her presentation published in print the ”Guidelines for Contributors to IDJ“ apply:
